Witness of Faith

Saint Justin Martyr (100-165)

Justin came from a family that did not worship God. He
spent many years seeking something or someone to believe
in. A chance meeting and talking with a Christian led him
to believe in and to give his life to God. In writings known
as the First Apology Saint Justin wrote about the way the
Mass was celebrated in the second century. It is almost

the same as Mass today. Saint Justin wrote that on Sunday
Christians gathered in one place, the Scriptures were read,
a homily was preached, people donated gifts for the poor,
bread and wine and water were brought forth, the presider
led the prayer, and the people received Holy Communion.

He also stated that the deacons took Holy Communion to Y
