Witness of Faith

Saint Francis de Sales (1567-1622)

Saint Francis de Sales was ordained bishop of Geneva,
Switzerland, in 1602. He ministered to the people of
his diocese through writings. This was unusual, because
most writings in his time were for priests. One of his
best-known writings is An Introduction to the Devout
Life. In it he encouraged ordinary, everyday people

to choose God, to choose Heaven, and to choose
everlasting life. He wrote that Jesus is inviting each of
us to come to him, that Mary is inviting us to come to
Jesus the Son, and that the saints are asking us to join
them in Heaven. They are urging us to stay on the path
of devotion to God. The Church celebrates the Feast
of Saint Francis de Sales on January 24.
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
